as the fragile beauty of butterflies and the glow of fireflies.

   Fireflies especially delight me, perhaps because I didn't become acquainted with them till I was in my thirties. I shared the excitement when my children brought in a jar of captives, loosed them in the bedroom and turned off the lights. Although they promised to return them to the outdoors, the bugs outwitted capture, and we had mysterious little blinks in the house at night for at least a week. We also proved that, contrary to Disney cartoons, a jar of fireflies does not give enough light to read by.

   I especially appreciate fireflies because they don't invade my food at picnics, build webs across doorways overnight, or fly in my face when I bend down to sniff a flower—and they don't bite! They just hover around and blink, and bless me so much that I sometimes wonder if they are angels. After all, "angel" originally meant merely "messenger," and the only thing we know about their shape is that they have wings.

    When I feel my little "light" for Jesus isn't worth much, a solitary firefly reminds me that even an intermittent light is a delight to those experiencing darkness. The ballet of little blinking lights across a dark field reminds me that God incorporates my life into his plan and pattern of beauty, along with the lives of others. I can't take credit for it.
